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Rays Weather the Early Waves, Set Sights on
Smooth Sailing

Despite key injuries and slow starts from veteran hitters, the Rays are confident
that better days are ahead. The Tampa Bay Rays know a thing or two about
weathering storms, and this season is no exception.

Through April 26, the Rays find themselves sitting at 12-14, a record

that doesn’t tell the whole story. Injuries have taken a heavy toll

early, sidelining some of the team’s most important players and forcing the rest of
the roster to step up.

At the top of that list is ace pitcher Shane McClanahan, whose return from a nerve-
related triceps injury remains uncertain. Though officially on the 15-day Injured
List, McClanahan hasn’t resumed throwing yet, and manager Kevin Cash has made
it clear the club is focused on a full, patient recovery rather than rushing him back.

The outfield has also been hit hard. Josh Lowe, a key piece of the Rays’

offense, strained his right oblique during his second at-bat on Opening Day. After
weeks of rest and rehab, Lowe is inching closer to swinging a bat again, with a
target return sometime in June. Meanwhile, rookie Jake Mangum, impressed with
his fast start, strained his left groin hustling down the line in Arizona. His timeline
looks a little more promising, with hopes he’ll rejoin the lineup by mid-to-late May.

Even the healthy veterans are stillwarming up. Sluggers Yandy Diaz and Brandon
Lowe haven’t found their usual rhythm at the plate. But advanced metrics tell a
different story—their expected batting averages and slugging percentages suggest
a turnaround is coming. The Rays aren’t pressing the panic button; they’ve seen
this before and believe it’s just a matter of time.

Off the field, the Rays are making moves to connect with more fans across the Bay
Area. Through a new partnership with FanDuel Sports Network and Tampa Bay 44,
15 games this season will be broadcast free over the air, complete with pregame
and postgame shows. It’s a welcome expansion for Rays fans looking to stay close
to the action. Choppy waters are nothing new for Tampa Bay. As they get key
players healthy and hitters back on track, the Rays believe smoother sailing lies
just ahead.

They followed with
powerhouse albums like Dirty Deeds Done Dirt Cheap (1976) and Let There Be Rock
(1977), building a fierce fan base with their relentless touring and wild live shows.
Their 1979 album, Highway to Hell, produced by Mutt Lange, became their
breakthrough in the U.S. and UK. Tragically, just as AC/DC was becoming a global
force, Bon Scott died of acute alcohol poisoning in February 1980.

After Bon Scott’s death, the band considered disbanding, but they continued with
encouragement from Scott’s family. They recruited Brian Johnson as the new
vocalist.

Laterin 1980, AC/DC released Back in Black, a tribute to Bon Scott. It became one
of the best-selling albums of all time, featuring anthems like "You Shook Me All
Night Long" and "Hell's Bells." Their next aloum, For Those About to Rock (We
Salute You) (1981), also topped charts. Though the mid-'80s saw a slight decline
with albums like Flick of the Switch (1983) and Fly on the Wall (1985), their
reputation as a top live act never faltered.

Retirees Say They Were Denied Extended Gl Bill Benefits Despite Supreme Court Ruling.
Two military retirees have sued the Department of Veterans Affairs for allegedly denying
them GI Bill benefits under a Supreme Court decision last year that extended eligibility for
an estimated 1.7 million veterans. The VA argues that, under the ruling, only veterans with
a break in service, as was the case with plaintiff James Rudisill, are eligible for the extra
12 months of benefits under both programs. It is a clear error for the secretary to deny
petitioners their full suite of educational benefits; the attorneys wrote in a petition for
relief to the U.S. Court of Appeals for Veterans Claims.

Social Security ‘Do-Over’: 2 Ways You Can Change Your Benefit Claim

About 63% of retirees claim Social Security before their full retirement age (FRA),
even though this reduces their monthly benefit as well as their survivor benefit.
Perhaps they feel they might not live long enough to make the wait “worth it.” Or
perhaps they need extra income, and some claim Social Security but are returning
to work. If they earn more than a certain amount, they are penalized by Social
Security until they reach full retirement age.

These retirees might later regret their claiming strategy. But once you have made
the decision to claim Social Security, can you go back? There are two separate
ways you can ask Social Security for a “do-over” if you claim benefits and later
change your mind.

They’ll receive an email when packages are delivered and can pick them up
at the customer service desk.

Returns can also be processed at customer service. Customers must use the
Amazon app or website in advance to begin the return process. After generating a
QR code, shoppers can bring the code and their package, in the original packaging
from the manufacturer, to their exchange, where it will be packed and returned at
no additional cost.
