St. Croix: The Culinary and
Cultural Heartbeat of the
U.S. Virgin Islands

While its sisters, St. Thomas and St. John, often hog the limelight for their high-end
shopping and pristine national parks, St. Croix remains the "cool older sibling" of the
U.S. Virgin Islands. As the largest of the trio, it offers a sprawling, diverse landscape
that feels less like a tourist enclave and more like a living, breathing Caribbean
community. If you’re looking for a destination that pairs rugged adventure with a
sophisticated food scene, St. Croix in 2026 is officially the place to be.

St. Croix is unique for its "dual personality," anchored by two distinct historic towns:

Christiansted: On the eastern side, this town is a pastel-colored dream of Danish
colonial architecture. Walking through the yellow-clad Fort Christiansvaern, you feel
the weight of history. Today, the boardwalk is the place to catch a catamaran to Buck
Island Reef National Monument, one of only three underwater national monuments
in the United States.

Frederiksted: On the western end, life slows down. Known as "Freedom City," it’s
where the 1848 slave emancipation took place. It boasts a Victorian-era charm and
the best sunsets on the island. The pier here is a diver’s paradise, where you can see
seahorses and octopuses clinging to the pylons.



The Culinary Capital of the Caribbean: St. Croix has earned a reputation as
a foodie pilgrimage site. Itisn't just about "island food"—though the saltfish
and fungi are legendary—it’s about the fusion of styles.

* Farm-to-Table Movement: The island’s agricultural interior (the
"Rainforest" area) allows chefs to source local dragon fruit, passion fruit,
and grass-fed beef that you won't find on the smaller islands.

* The Drink: You cannot mention St. Croix without Cruzan Rum. A tour of
the distillery is a rite of passage, but for a more local vibe, try a "Mama
Juana" or a chilled sorrel juice from a roadside stand.

* Agrafest: If you visitin early May, you’ll catch the tail end of the
agricultural buzz where local farmers and chefs showcase the island's
bounty.

While the white sands of Cane Bay are world-class, St. Croix is for the traveler
who likes to get their boots dirty. Just off the North Shore, the ocean floor drops
from S40S feet to over $13,0005 feet. This sheer vertical drop-off makes it one of
the premier wall-diving spots in the Western Hemisphere. Point Udall, on the
easternmost tip of the island, stands the Millennium Monument. It is the
easternmost point of the United States by solar designation. Watching the
sunrise here means you are the first person in the U.S. to see the sun that day.
Annaly Bay Tide Pools is a strenuous hike through the subtropical forest that
leads you to natural rock pools carved out by the crystalline waters of the
Caribbean Sea.

What truly sets St. Croix apart is the Crucian spirit. Whether it’s the sound of
Quelbe music (the official traditional music of the USVI) or the sight of Moko
Jumbie dancers towering on stilts during a festival, the culture is protected
and proud.

In a world where many tropical destinations are beginning to feel carbon-
copied, St. Croix remains authentically itself: a bit rugged, deeply historic,
and incredibly welcoming.

VA Reports Faster Claims and Benefits Processing

The Department of Veterans Affairs announced a dramatic reduction in processing
times for disability claims, pension claims, and survivor benefits, resulting in
measurable improvements in how quickly Veterans receive their earned benefits.
For example, VA has reduced the average time to complete an initial Veterans
Pension claim from 170 days to just 57 days, while Survivors’ Pension claims

dropped from 172 days to 73 days—major improvements that could impact
thousands of families waiting for support.

VA Rule Change Speeds Up Survivor Benefits Payments

A new VA regulation is streamlining the process for surviving family members by
allowing the department to automatically award the higher of two benefits—
Dependency and Indemnity Compensation (DIC) or Survivors Pension—without
delaying decisions. This change eliminates redundant processing steps and is
expected to get financial support into the hands of grieving families much faster.




VA Continues to Reduce Claims Backlog and Improve Accuracy

In addition to faster processing times, VA reports that claims accuracy
has increased to over 94%, one of the highest levels in recent years. The
agency has also reduced the backlog of claims older than 125 days to
under 100,000—the first time since 2020 this milestone has been
reached—signaling meaningful progress in addressing long-standing
delays.

In Tampa Bay, May is the "Goldilocks" month: the Gulf water is finally
warm enough for a full day of swimming, but the sweltering humidity of
August hasn't yet claimed the air. This perfect window makes it the
peak of outdoor festival season.

Whether you are looking to eat your way across the Riverwalk or catch
the final chords of a spring concert series, here are the festivals
defining May 2026 in Tampa Bay.

Tampa Riverfest (May 1-2)

Spanning the entire Tampa Riverwalk, this free festival connects the
city’s downtown parks with a massive trail of food and music.

*The Highlights: Today’s schedule includes the legendary Wiener Dog
Derby at Curtis Hixon Park and the TacoFest, where local vendors
compete for the best shell in the bay.

*Don't Miss: The Lantern Parade at sunset, where hundreds of
glowing creations move along the water, followed by a headline
performance from Sixpence None the Richer.

Busch Gardens Food, Wine & Garden Festival

Tampa’s favorite theme park festival is in its final stretch. Running
through Mother’s Day (May 10), this event transforms the park into a
global culinary tour.

Pinellas Pepper Fest (May 2-3)

Across the bridge in Pinellas Park, things are getting spicy. The 19th
Annual Pinellas Pepper Fest is happening this weekend at England
Brothers Park.

*The Draw: This is a "chili-head" paradise. You'll find hundreds of
specialty hot sauces, salsas, and rubs.

*The Challenge: Watch (or join) the Jalapeno Eating Contest and the
Extreme Lolly Lick Challenge. It's the quirkiest way to spend a
Saturday afternoon in the sun.

Breakaway Music Festival

While the traditional Sunset Music Festival has evolved, Breakaway Music
Festival has taken over the EDM mantle at Raymond James Stadium. While
the main festival took place in late April, the "Aftermath" series of pool
parties and club takeovers continues through the first two weeks of May at
venues like The RITZ Ybor and the Hard Rock Pool, featuring massive sets
from artists like Timmy Trumpet and Krewella.

*The "4 PM Rule": Expect a 20-minute downpour around 4:00 PM almost
every day in late May. Don't leave the festival; just duck into a museum or a bar
for one drink, and the sun will be back out before you finish it.

eParking: For downtown events, use the TECO Line Streetcar. It’s free, air-
conditioned, and saves you the $25 event parking fee in the garages.

Nicknamed "Hurricane," Bain led all of FBS
last season with a staggering 83
quarterback pressures. Hall of Famer
Jason Taylor, who coached him at Miami,
described him as being built like a "fire
hydrant and a Volkswagen"—dense,
flexible, and utterly violent at the point of
attack. By pairing him with Yaya Diaby, the
Bucs have created one of the most
terrifying young edge-rushing duos in the
league.
